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Overview
I feel that my training as a textile designer greatly influences my work, having a love of clean colour and complex pattern. To create my work I use predominately acrylic for its strong, vivid and fluid colour. I then use other media to add solidity to the objects and to provide depth.  When considering what to record I am looking for captivating compositions which draw your eye through the painting, breaking down elements into patterns, leading your eye from one object to the next.

aims of the day
We will start by observing and recording the clothed model to develop a series of sketches that may be incorporated within an acrylic outcome. The theme will be Summer Picnics, one of our favourite ways to enjoy a bit of sunshine and nature and you will have to use your imagination for that warmth.  Whilst I will bring the props and the model for the picnic, you will need to find your own inspiration for the setting of the modelled scene and select your own style. I would like you to bring with you imagery, preferably your own photographs, to inspire your background and setting. You may have photos of family picnics that you may like to use too.  I have also attached work by inspirational artists, both old masters and contemporary to inspire your ideas.

 Resources and materials you should bring with you
· Sketch book A3 and 2b and 4 b pencils
· Range of sizes of watercolour and acrylic brushes. Janet has a range of brushes but if you have your own please bring these with you.

· Range of acrylic paints; primary colours and titanium white, plus any others you have. I use System 3 and Galeria but you bring any you have.  
· Plate, palette or tear off palettes for acrylics, plus a Water pot

· Imagery for your setting of scene

· Optional:  You may work on an easel or table

· For your finished outcome I would like you to work preferably no smaller than A3, using paper, canvas or board.
